Two main accommodation blocks are now
substantially refurbished. The historic lodges
were originally built to house construction
workers during the Manapouri hydro-electric
power project. Moved onto site at the end
of the project they remained untouched
until Kenneth and Sandra Mitchell took over
in August 2005. Renaming them after their
favourite native trees, the lodges are now a
great asset to the park.

Rata Lodge now has ten ensuite rooms with
separate entrances, balconies and breakfast
facilities. Six rooms have double beds, two
have double bunks and two have one queen
bed and four bunks.

Kanuka Lodge is a refitted 11-room
bunkhouse with nine bunkrooms and two
doubles all running off a central corridor.
Bathroom facilities are shared and the lodge
is also close to the main communal amenity
block with showers, toilets and kitchens.
